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I Have Given You Power!

Luke 10:19

Behold I give unto you power to
tread on serpents and scorpions,
and over all the power of the
enemy: and nothing shall by any
means hurt you.

Power—Might, strength, ability,
authority.

Prior to Jesus sending forth the
seventy disciples; He sent the
twelve disciples and gave them
power and authority over all devils
and sickness. Before the disciples
became Apostles they were first
disciples, they weren’t appointed
to Apostleship until they were able
to live in discipleship. The reason
why many don’t see the power of
God manifesting in their lives is
because they haven’t become dis-
ciples of Jesus Christ. They have a
religion and some are Sunday
Christians, but the Son is not
reigning in their hearts to em-
power them with the authority
God has given them through His
Son.

As the disciples submitted them-
selves to the teaching of the Gos-
pel they were given power to con-
quer every demonic attack Satan

would use to come against them.

Jesus had sent the twelve, and in
the above scripture He was send-
ing seventy more disciples. Prior
to sending them, He gave them
instructions of what to do and
what not to do. As the disciples
submitted themselves and fol-
lowed the instructions given to
them, they saw the manifestation
of the power of God manifesting

In order for the power of God to be
manifested in us, we must be con-
nected to the Father and the Son.

|ohn 15:5

| am the vine, ye are the
branches: He that abideth in me,
and | in him, the same bringeth
forth much fruit: for without me
ye can’t do nothing.

We can also be born-again, filled
with the Spirit of God and because
of self-righteousness we don’t see
the manifestation of the power of
God in us. In other words the
power of God will not manifest it-
self in an unbeliever, faithless
Christian, a Sunday Christian or a
self-righteous person.

The disciples were born-again
Christians, and just as God had
given them power, He has also pro-
vided us with power and authority
to take dominion over principali-

ties, and the rulers of darkness; but

in order for the power to manifest
in and through us, Christians must
believe they have been ordained
and authorized by God to take do-
minion over Satan and demonic
spirits.

For some reason or another most
Christians don’t believe in demonic
activity. Satan is not coming to us
with horns and a tail, Satan is a
spirit and just as we cannot see
God because He’s a Spirit, we can-
not see Satan, but we can feel the

affects he brings with him. Sickness

and disease attack our bodies be-

cause either we have not taken care

bodies or the mind. Satan influ-
ences us through our eyes and
ears. Satan uses people and be-
cause the majority of the time
we’re not walking in the Spirit but
in the flesh, we don’t discern
when Satan is speaking through
people. You may not feel the best
one day, Satan will send someone
to tell you, you don’t look like you
feel good, are you sick? Rather
than saying something positive,
we begin to tell them about our
different aches and pains, what
the doctor said rather than what
God has said. | am not saying to
go into denial, but even though
the doctor may have given a diag-
nosis, God’s word overrides what
the doctor say.

Our faith has to go into a dimen-
sion of the Spirit in whatever is
going on in our lives or in our sur-
roundings that God has given us
the power to overcome what Satan
is trying to steal, kill and destroy.
Satan comes to steal your prayer
and fasting life. He will have all
types of situations to come and
hinder you from praying. You can
start off praying regularly and be-
fore you know it, the phone will
ring, you have to do this or that
and by the time you realize it, Sa-
tan has stolen your prayer time,
and the time you spend with God.
God has given you the power to
take back whatever Satan has sto-
len from you. God did not leave us
powerless, this was one of the rea-
sons Jesus told the disciples they
had to be born-again of the Spirit.
We can’t fight spirits with our
emotions, our thoughts, we must
fight spirit with Spirit.
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Acts 1:8

But ye shall receive power, after
that the Holy Ghost is come
upon you: and ye shall be wit-
nesses unto me both in Jerusa-
lem, and in all Judea, and in
Samaria, and unto the uttermost
part of the earth.

Demonic spirits torment us in our
health, finances, marriage and
family, they cannot be wished
away, they must be prayed and
demanded away. The reason why
some of our prayers hasn’t been
answered is because we get tired
of praying, we stop fighting
through prayer and fasting.

Isaiah 59:2
