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E M In today’s society many are fearing
xodus 3:14 atthew 7:7 because of the economic crisis,

And God said unto Moses, | AM
THAT | AM: AND HE SAID, Thus
shalt thou say unto the children
of Israel, | AM hath sent me unto
you.

Moses was commission by God to
return to Egypt to deliver His peo-
ple from the bondage of the Egyp-
tians. Pharaoh was afraid the Isra-
elites were becoming too numer-
ous that they would organize and
threaten his kingdom. So he made
them slaves to kill their spirit and
to stop their growth, but the more
they were afflicted the more they
grew.

Moses had seen how the children
of Israel had been treated, and to
go back and tell them the God of
their fathers had sent him wasn’t
enough.

Deuteronomy 18:10

There shall not be found among
you any one that maketh his son
or his daughter to pass (burned
as an offering to an idol) through
the fire or that useth divination,
or an observer of times, or an en-
chanter or a witch, or a charmer,
or a consulter with familiar spir-
its, or a wizard, or a necroman-
cer.

Many Christians are in trouble spiri-
tually because they’re seeking
other gods that cannot help or de-
liver them from their dilemma. God
is the God that is more than
enough, if you’re in need, He can
supply the need!

Many are professing Christianity,
but they haven’t been sanctified
into the Lord, He will become Jeho-
vah-M-Kaddesh, the Lord Who Sanc-
tifies if you desire to be set apart
and committed to Him.

You didn’t go through
the trials, tribulations, shame, per-
secution, mistreatment, and taken
for granted to not come out more
than a conquer. What you went
through, been through and will be
going through is to prepare you to
enter into your destiny. What you
went through wasn’t just for you,
but it was to bring someone else
into the kingdom of God.

People of God we will not know
what God can do for us unless we
go through different situations in
order for Him to deliver us. You
will not know if God can deliver
you, if you never go through
something for Him to deliver you
from.

Every storm that will come in our
life, if we have Jesus on board, He
will take us through the storms of
life. As Christians we must learn
how to endure hardship as a good
soldier of Jesus Christ. Whatever
storm that has came your way,
God already knew about it prior to
it coming to you. Just as Uncle
Sam trains his people for war, the
things that you been through is
preparing you to fight the enemy
and not an individual(s).

We have to learn how to be as lit-
tle children in order for God to be
the Father He desires to be. In the
natural when a child goes to the
father, the father listens, he
weighs out the matter then makes
a plan to solve the problem. Most
people know, don’t mess with a
father’s child. Now if our earthly
father can solve the problem, why
can’t we go to our Heavenly Father
and know that He too will resolve
the problem in His time frame?
The problem is, we don’t want to
wait on God, but in order to get
the problem solve from the root,
we need to go to God in prayer
and pray until we see a manifesta-
tion of an answered prayer.

Matthew 21:22

And all things, whatsoever ye
shall ask in prayer, believing, ye
shall receive.

We need to contend for the faith
that was once given to the saints
of old. We’re too quick to give up,
we want our prayers to be an-
swered instantly, we refuse to go
through suffering in order to be
changed into the image of God
and His Son. God knows how
much you can bear, and He will
not allow any more to come upon
you than you can bear. Only God
sees what’s going on in the heart,
mind and spirit when we're going
through difficulties. This is why
He’s trying to change us, so what-
ever we’re going through we will
only exemplify the Father and the
Son. That’s why God has invited
some of us to the Potter’s House
so that He can rearrange our
thinking, our desires, attitudes,
character and our submission to
the Word of God.

You will never know that you have
faith if you have never been in a
situation that you needed faith to
come through. Faith is not just on
one level, it’s in degrees. Keep in

mind the God we serve is a God of
increase, He’s not a God of sub-
traction. So what He has placed in
us, He wants to see an increase;
and in order for us to receive the
increase, we must go through a
process for our faith to increase
and that comes through trials and
tribulations. Faith and spiritual
growth comes not only by hearing
the word, but through difficulties.

Many Christians are bound by por-
nography, fornication, adultery,
nicotine, pride, envy, jealousy,
drugs, alcohol and a countless
number of other ungodly behav-
iors, and are in need of help but
denying they have a problem. God
still heals and delivers, but in or-
der to get the help we need, we
have to be truthful to ourselves.
God already knows when we are in
need of help, He’s waiting for us
to ask Him to help us. Counselors,
psychiatrists and rehabilitation
centers can fix the symptoms, but
they can’t heal and deliver you
from the root of the problem the
way the Lord can. There is nothing
or anyone that you are bonded by
that God cannot set you free, but
you have to have a willingness to
want to be free. God will not over-
step your will. No matter what you
do, it will not stop God from lov-
ing you, but it will stop Him from
being your Father.

Too many times people believe
just because God loves you, He
will not discipline you; He will not
let one die and go to Hell. If that is
the path the person chose, God
loves them enough to allow them
to send themselves to Hell. He
didn’t place them there, they place
themselves there, because God
will never go over-your will. He
made each of us free will agents,
and we chose where we will spend
eternity. We cannot fault God for
our behavior and the conse-
quences of our behavior.
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Just as God delivered the children
out of Egypt, He can deliver you
from your Egypt, if you allow Him.

God can give you peace that will
surpass all human understanding
no matter what you’re going
through when you have the Son of
God dwelling in your being. If
you're in need of deliverance, God
will deliver you from people and
things you can’t deliver yourself
from, you will not have to go to a
twelve step plan or try to avenge
yourself, let God be your deliverer!

In this life we will have many trials
and tribulations whether we are
saved or not, we will be going
through something. The task is will
you be able to survive what you’re
going through without losing your
mind, can you still live a godly life
style, can you show love when you
have been wronged? We can only do
this by the Spirit of God dwelling in
us.

Many of us have some “Red Seas”
that need to be parted for us to get
to our destiny, just as God parted
the Red Sea for the children of Is-
rael, He will part your Red Sea.
