A thief is someone that takes
the property of another with-
out right or permission.

Many women and girls have
been victims of child moles-
tation and incest. It has de-
stroyed them mentally and
emotionally. It has crippled
them from being all that God
has created them to be. Many
are still living in the past and
cannot go forward because of
the past.

Many have fault God for the
reason they were abused, but
God has given each of us a
freedom of choice.

does not believe in God or
Satan, it does not take away
their reality. If an individual
is not being used by God they
will be used by Satan. Moles-
tation, incest and rape are
spirits manifesting in indi-
viduals and they have to be
dealt with as spirits and not
with the intellect.

Ninety percent of the time if a
woman has been molested
and the spirit has not been
destroyed from the bloodline
it will go to the next genera-
tion and her child or grand-
children will be molested or
be a victim of incest.

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The majority of the time we let
our children go different
places and we never check to
see if they are where they say
they are. Are they with the
people they said they would be
with. Secondly the people
they are with, have you taken
time to check out their charac-
ter? Sometimes its not your
child’s friend, but it’s the
friend’s, friend or relative that
will take advantage of your
child. As parents we must be
more cautions with our chil-
dren. They cannot see the dan-
ger and neither can we, if we
don’t be prayerful and let the
Spirit of God minister to us
about our children and their
surroundings.

Teach your children bounda-
ries for their bodies. Teach
them not to be alone with
adults for long lengths of time.
Inform them to always try to
be with other children.
